 The International Baccalaureate Organization and the Worldviews of Secular Humanism and Communism 

Communism and Secular Humanism are family. Secular Humanism is the mother and Communism the daughter. Secular Humanism is the root, Communism the branch. At the heart of both worldviews are atheism, materialism, spontaneous generation and evolution. From a comprehensive point of view, their differences are minor. Both Karl Marx and Humanist Paul Kurtz recognized the truth of these assertions. Marx said it like this:”Communism, as fully developed naturalism, equals humanism.” (Marx and Engles, Collected Works, vol. 3, p.296.) And Kurtz says Marx “is a humanist because he rejects theistic religion and defends atheism.” (Paul Kurtz, The Fullness of Life, p.36.)

The Heart of a Worldview - A worldview should contain a particular perspective regarding each of the following ten disciplines; theology, philosophy, ethics, biology, psychology, sociology, law, politics, economics, and history. Communism and Secular Humanism are both worldviews. The chart below outlines each discipline and the perspectives of both Secular Humanism and Communism related to each. The significance of the perspectives listed above cannot be overstated. America’s public schools at all levels are immersed in these same perspectives. The International Baccalaureate Organization (IBO) promotes the Secular Humanist perspective as International Education that is marketed for use in primary and secondary schools worldwide.

 “Helping young people to become fully human is something that the IBO can foster if, of course, the leadership is there to confront the challenges that will come from the relativists and the fundamentalists. We need to be helping our young people to be compassionate, caring, ethical individuals. This will mean helping them to make distinctions between what is right and wrong; just and unjust; true and false; good and evil.” – Dr. Peter Vardy on “Values Education” at the 2006 IBO International Conference in Hanoi.

Personal issues such as attitudes and values become subject to non-negotiable IBO dictates. The President of the IB council of Foundation, Monique Seefried has stated: “As an organization, the IBO is an independent organization and an organization of choice. No school has to take on our programs, and if they do, they choose to embrace our values and to abide by them. If they don’t, they don’t need to belong to our communities of schools…”

At the Continuum of International Education (2002) IBO identified the source of values: “In developing an awareness of the diverse values of different cultures. It is, however, fundamental that students in each IBO program are exposed to those human values which are recognized as universal; these are embodied in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, adopted and proclaimed by the General Assembly of the United Nations in 1948.”

Communism is a well-developed atheistic worldview and in some ways it is more consistent than Secular Humanism. The main reason why understanding Communism is crucial is because it is alive and well in many faculty centers in our universities. Malachi Martin speaks of the: rising tide of Marxist interpretation of history, law, religion and scientific inquiry.” He says, “the complexion of education in everything from genetics to sociology and psychology became decidedly, and often exclusively, materialistic.”

The Communist influence (or, as it is now referred to, the “Left Eclecticism”) has reached most alarming heights in American universities’ humanities departments. “With a few notable exceptions,” says former Yale professor Roger Kimball. “Our most prestigious liberal arts colleges and universities have installed the entire radical menu at the center of their humanities curriculum at both the undergraduate and graduate level.”

The Communist worldview is alive and well in the American classroom. Since this is true, one would be wise to heed the words of Dr. Fred Schwarz: “The colleges and universities are the nurseries of communism. The ranks of communist are replenished every year by the equivalent of the “college draft” that maintains the supply of professional football, baseball and basketball players. In every country, the leader of the communist forces is almost always one who was recruited as a student.” We must also remember that our public school administrators and teachers come from these same pools.

Communism, however, is not the only worldview that threatens to take the classroom hostage. Secular Humanism (the root of Communism and the worldview promoted by the IBO) also vies for total control of education. Secular Humanism is the dominant worldview in our secular colleges and universities. It has also made gains in some Christian colleges and universities and through IBO is also infiltrating our primary and secondary education system. Christians considering a college education must be well versed in the humanistic worldview or risk losing their own Christian perspective by default. Why? Because humanist professors are unwilling to present the Christian perspective accurately, while many Christian educators feel duty bound to give fair representation to the humanist viewpoint. This is especially true with regard to the creation/evolution controversy. Most evolutionists adamantly oppose allowing any hints of creationism into the classroom.

Humanist recognize the classroom as a powerful context for indoctrination. They understand that many worldviews exist and believe humanist must use the classroom to flush out “unenlightened” worldviews and encourage individuals to embrace their worldview. Thus, R.M. Lauer and M. Husey state; “We aim to have students make explicit their own and others’ implicit ideas about the way the world is or should be. Like artisans creating a mold out of the earth’s supplies, we learn that our minds put the infinite mass of what is going on into order; we relate parts to each other and create a whole structure. Thereafter, we use this structure like a template that forever determines what we perceive and how we evaluate, decide, and act upon it. By focusing educational content upon our ordering, relating, and structuring processes, we can expose the templates, making them available for restructuring as we evolve into better artisans.”

Now read the IBO Template or as they call them Goals and Mission Statement.

The International Baccalaureate (IB) is more than its three educational programmes. At our heart we are motivated by a mission to create a better world through education. We value our hard-earned reputation for quality, for high standards and for pedagogical leadership. We achieve our goals by working with partners and by actively involving our stakeholders, particularly teachers. We promote intercultural understanding and respect, not as an alternative to a sense of cultural and national identity, but as an essential part of life in the 21st century. All of this is captured in our mission statement.

 The International Baccalaureate aims to develop inquiring, knowledgeable and caring young people who help to create a better and more peaceful world through intercultural understanding and respect. To this end the organization works with schools, governments and international organizations to develop challenging programmes of international education and rigorous assessment.  These programmes encourage students across the world to become active, compassionate and lifelong learners who understand that other people, with their differences, can also be right.

The IBO unashamedly admits that it is a Secular Humanist Organization. Its ties with Non-Governmental Organizations such as the United Nations Education Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), United Nations International Children's Emergency Fund (UNICEF), United Nations Fund for Population Activities (UNFPA), United Nations Development Program (UNDP) and the World Bank further identify IBO as such.

The humanistic system of values has now become the predominant way of thinking in most of the power centers of society. Universities, news media, entertainment industry, judiciary, federal bureaucracy, business, medicine, law, psychology, sociology, arts, Congress and now our public schools at the primary and secondary level through the implementation of IB.

But as admirable as the Humanists’ initiative is, and as far reaching as their impact has been, their efforts will only serve a destructive purpose if their fundamental belief system is wrong. Good intentions are not enough; these intentions must be based upon truth. As a Christian I believe that Humanist at all levels and especially those that pursue and push the IB program are leading society in the wrong direction and it is my duty to provide leadership according to the worldview I believe is based in truth, Christianity!
